ou  oo  oi  oy:  “ou” makes the sound as in “ouch” – “oo” makes 2 sounds as in food and book.  “oi” and “oy” make the same sound as in “oil” and “boy.”

au – aw - ow:  “au” and “aw” typically make the short “o” sound as in “octopus.”  Examples of “au” and “aw” include – audio – auction – awful – awning.  “Ow” makes two sounds, each about 50% of the time.  It can make the sound of long “o” - as in “own” and can make the sound of “ou” like in the word “cow.”
